The Citlzens Foundation was announced as one of the reciplents of the Ramon Magsaysay Award 2014,
commaonly identified as Asia’s Nobel Prize. The Ramon Magsaysay Award Foundation (RMAF) was established
In 1957 to propagate former Philippine President Ramon Magsaysay's example of integrity in government,
courageous service to the people and pragmatic Idealism within a democratic society, The award had not
been recelved by Pakistan since 2004, Philanthropy veterans like Abdul Sattar Edhi, and Dr. Adeeb Rizvi
have received this award in the past. but this is the very first time a Pakistani organization has been given

this honour.

TCF was announced as ane of the recipients of the award along with 5 ather individuals from Afghanistan,
China, Philippines, and Indonesla. The RMAF announced its winners on July 31 through a press release calling
the awardees, ‘Asia’s Beacon of Progress’. The release about TCF said, “The social vision and high-level
protessionalism of its founders and those who run its schools, in successfully pursuing their conviction that,
with sustained civic responsiveness, guality education made available to all - irrespective of religion, gender,
or economic status is the key to Pakistan's brighter future.”
